Questions from coordinators:  

1. Getting free, reduced lunch data- not an issue for Donahue, but within schools

2. Course Failures- counted as of June at end of school year.  Changes made after that count as failures made up within one year.  Check failure list from Donahue against old failures to see if they have now passed.  Myriad ways for kids to make up failed grades so tracking is a chore.
3.  Does Joe need anything differently?  He will send us any updates as needed.  Big issue is intervention, how are these reported?  every school has their own way of categorizing students, some schools using RTI, others not.  If a companion course is given to all students to make up for deficits in middle school, then it isn't really an interventions.  Criteria should be clear within leadership team as to which kids need intervention.  Consistent definition of who needs intervention and what constitutes an intervention.  Discussed how to track interventions (or if you can)  and the RTI system.  Will there be a way to track this in the school data system?  IC potentially trying to do this.
4.  Joe will check last year's Student Handbook, make additions on interventions and send out the updated version during the summer.
